Acquisition of language
Language acquisition is the process by which the language capability develops in a human.
First language acquisition concerns the development of language in children, while
second language acquisition focuses on language development in adults as well.
Historically, theories and theorist may have emphasized either nature or nurture as the most
important explanatory factor for acquisition.

James and Richard acknowledge the importance of both biology and environment.
One hotly debated issue is whether the biological contribution includes language-specific
capacities, often described as universal grammar. For fifty years linguists Noam Chomsky
and the late Eric Lenneberg argued for the hypothesis that children have innate, language-
specific abilities that facilitate and constrain language learning.

Other researchers, including Elizabeth Bates, Catherine Snow, and Michael
Tomasello have hypothesized that language learning results only from general cognitive
abilities and the interaction between learners and their surrounding communities.

The study of language acquisition underwent a major revolution in the late 1950s as
a result of the dissemination of technology permitting high-quality tape-recording of
children in the family setting. This new technology led to major breakthroughs in the quality
of both data and theory. The field is now at the threshold of a possible second major
breakthrough stimulated by the dissemination of personal computing. Researchers are now
able to transcribe tape-recorded data into computer files. With this new medium it is easy to
conduct global searches for word combinations across collections of files. It is also possible
to enter new codings of the basic text line. The work by William O’Grady proposed that
complex syntactic phenomena result form an efficiency-driven, linear computational
system. O’Grady described his work as “nativism without Universal Grammar”.

Because of the speed and accuracy with which computer files can be copied, it is now
much easier to share data between researchers. To foster this sharing of computerized data,
Brian MacWhinney and Catherine Snow established the Child Language Data Exchange
System (CHILDES).
